 Events are for Amateur Dancers being partnered by a Professional Dancer. 

ProAm competitions will not offer any level divisions. 
 
To be eligible to enter you must be of beginner level and above. 
 
Definition of a ProAm 

a. The term “ProAm” refers to a Professional Dancer/Teacher dancing with their student. In this case 
the student will be known as a ProAm Student Dancer. A ProAm Student Dancer competes with a 
Professional Dancer. 

b. A ProAm Student dancer does not teach Ballroom/Latin/American Smooth/American Rhythm. 
 
Professional competitors may only have one partner in each event. No split partnerships.  
 
Age Groups 
A1 16-30     A2 31-40     A3 41-50     B1 51-60     B2 61-70     C 71+ 
 
The age group is devised by the age of the ProAm Student Dancer. Proof of age may be requested. 
 
The ProAm Student Dancer may also dance one age division younger; for example A2 may also dance A1 if 
they wish. 
 
Female Dancers to enter the correct Female Category and may compete in either role. 
Male Dancers to enter the correct Male Category and may compete in either role 
 Two people of the same gender may compete without fear or favour. 
 
Syllabus and Costume Restrictions 
Non-restricted Syllabus – Open Choreography  
Costume – No restrictions 
 
Professional Dancer/Teacher 
All Professionals must hold a valid Professional License. 
 
Entry 
Direct Entry must be made via the Dance Festival website; www.blackpooldancefestival.com not later 
than March 24th  2019. . All Competitors will defray their own travelling expenses. 
A copy of your Entry confirmation must be brought with you to the competition.  
The Decision of the organiser is to be taken as final.

Additional Fee’s per Booking: Programme £7.00, Administration Fee £2.50, Restoration Levy £3.00  
An Admission Ticket must also be purchased for each competitor and spectator to enter the Empress 
Ballroom.
