ENTRY - There will be an Entry Fee for each championship entered per couple, a General Admission ticket to the Ballroom is also required per each 

dancer. All Competitors will defray their own travelling expenses. – Entries close Friday, 17th October. All Entries are to be completed online via the 

website; www.blackpooldancefestival.com; a confirmation order will be forwarded to your email address on completion of successful payment. 

  All Competitors wishing to enter the National Championships must hold a valid registration as an Amateur or Professional. Closed championship     
is one in which the competitors must be qualified by birth or residence (12 months immediately prior to the final) for the area covered by the 
competition or championship. 

   The decision of the Organiser is to be taken as final. 

All Competitors must check their Confirmation to ensure names and events entered are correct. Should any details not be correct they must contact the 

Dance Festival office immediately. 

If any Competitor withdraws from any Championship after entry, immediate notification in writing should be made. Failure to do this renders them liable to 

disqualification from entering any future events. 

The role in which competitors commence the competition must be maintained throughout the event. No role changing during/mid dance. 

Anyone competing or spectating (any event) do so at their own risk. The venue will not accept responsibility for any existing health issues/allergies, injury or 

situation. 

The Management reserve the right to limit the number of entries accepted in any of the Championships. 
   Late entries may be accepted, should the timetable allow, however an additional late fee of £20.00 will be applied.  

The aggregate votes of the Adjudicators in the early rounds, and the individual placings of each Adjudicator in the Final Rounds, will be available on the 

Official Dance Festival website after the conclusion of the Festival.
